NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING

Notice is hereby given that the Town of Schoharie Town Board will hold a public hearing on June 10, 2015 at 7:30 pm at the Town Office, 300 Main Street, Schoharie, New York to consider enactment of proposed Local Law No. 1 of 2015 entitled, “A Local Law to Extend the Moratorium on the Processing of Applications for, and the Issuance of Any Approvals or Permits For, Certain Non-Residential Land Uses in the Town of Schoharie for an Additional Six (6) Month Period Through January 1, 2016”, was introduced at a meeting of the Town Board held on May 20, 2015. The proposed local law would extend the moratorium now in effect for an additional six (6) month period through January 1, 2016. During this time, no board, officer or agency of the Town shall accept, process, consider or approve applications for PDD’s, building permits, special use permits, special permits, variances, site plan approval or subdivision approval related to the undertaking, establishment, placement, development, excavation, enlargement, construction or erection of the following (as is more fully detailed and described in the proposed local law): (i) free standing signs that exceed twelve (12) feet maximum in height and thirty-two (32) square feet maximum area; (ii) Telecommunications Towers; (iii) Resource Extraction and Mining operations, excepting private resource extraction up to 1,000 tons or seven hundred and fifty (750) cubic yards of materials (whichever is less) extracted over a continuous twelve (12) month period; (iv) Public Utilities/Facilities, excepting any permits or approvals necessary to repair or perform routine maintenance on any existing Public Utility/Facility; (v) Wind Energy Facilities; (vi) Land Application Facilities, Natural Gas and/or Petroleum Extraction Activities, Natural Gas and/or Petroleum Exploration, Extraction or Production Wastes Disposal/ Storage Facility, Natural Gas and/or Petroleum Exploration, Extraction or Production Wastes Dump, Natural Gas Compression Facility, Natural Gas Processing Facility, Underground Injection, or Underground Natural Gas Storage; (vii) Activities undertaken in the Barton Hill Natural Resource Protection Area that are inconsistent with the rules and regulations previously established in coordination with the Schoharie County Health Department for protection of the Barton Hill Watershed; and (viii) Solar Farms. The moratorium applies to the entire Town of Schoharie outside of the Village of Schoharie.
The enactment of a local law to expand the scope and extend the term of the moratorium is pursuant to the 1975 Zoning Ordinance Article VI and the New York State Municipal Home Rule Law.
